_____Use of U.S. flag air carrier will not accomplish the Department’s mission.  (Provide detailed justification with supporting documentation from the federal sponsoring agency.)

Code sharing agreement exists.  U.S. is a party and the Department of Transportation determines agreement meets requirements of the Fly America Act.  (Payment must be received by the US flag air carrier, not the foreign partner.  Supporting documentation must be included.)

No U.S. flag air carrier provides service on a particular leg of your route.  (Provide supporting documentation from one of the University approved travel agencies that the leg could not be ticketed on a U.S. flag carrier utilizing a code sharing agreement with a foreign air carrier.)

A U.S. flag air carrier involuntarily reroutes traveler on a foreign air carrier.  (Provide supporting documentation from the US Flag carrier of the occurrence.)

Service on a foreign air carrier is three hours or less, and use of U.S. flag air carrier doubles en route travel time.  (Provide supporting documentation from one of the University approved travel agencies.)

Air travel is between the U.S. and another country and use of a U.S. flag air carrier on a nonstop flight extends travel time by 24 hours or more.  (Provide supporting documentation from one of the University approved travel agencies.)
